5.  Absolutely no fighting or use of obscene language within the  

     compound. Do not harass / taunt / provoke / bully other students  

     or incite others to do any of the above. 
 

6.  Do not invite or encourage “friends” or other persons to meet or  

      visit you inside or outside, before, during or after classes. 

 

7.  Students caught defacing or damaging school property will be  

      required to pay for the damages.   

 

8. No chewing of gum, no wearing of hats / caps. Regular jackets are 

     allowed..  No hoodies.  No correction fluid, dividers, compasses,    

     sharp objects of any kind (including knives). 

 

      
9. ALL Students are expected to dress sensibly and appropriately for  

    the school environment.

    NO: leggings, tights, short/tight skirts, crop tops,  sleeveless  

             tops, transparent clothing.

11. Do not touch or adjust lights, fans or air conditioning controls. 

 

12. All students should conduct themselves with appropriate decorum.  

      Avoid loud, boisterous behavior etc. No pairing off or
